ATTENDANCE 

 
If your child is unwell and unable to  
participate fully in a school day, please do 
not send him/her to school, this will  
enable full recovery to take place and 
help to prevent the spread of illness. If 
your child has been or will be, absent 
please notify the school by telephone or 
by letter.  This will enable staff to record 
absences accurately. Additionally, on 
your childôs return to school, send a note 
to the school explaining your childôs  
absence. 
 

FIRST AID 

 
Minor injuries are dealt with, if and as 
they arise, by a trained First Aider.   
Parents will be advised by letter, on the 
same day, if a head injury (minor) occurs. 
Should the injury be of a more serious 
nature, parents would be contacted  
immediately and medical attention sought 
urgently. 

 
MEDICATION 

 
It is not the policy of the school to  
administer medicines, however parents 
are welcome to come into school to give 
the required dosage. If this is not  
possible, a request may be made for the 
Headteacher or a trained First Aider to 
administer the prescribed medication, 
however it will be necessary for the par-
ent to complete a form from school giving 
permission for this to take place. 
The school will only administer prescribed 
medication and not patent medication. 
For the safety of all, children may not 
bring any form of patent medication in 
pockets or lunchboxes. 
Medication to treat asthma should be 
sent to school and will be retained where 
it is easily accessible to the child. 
 

DOGS ON SITE 
 

With the exception of guide dogs for the 
blind, dogs are not permitted on the 
school grounds. 

PASTORAL  
 

We are, as a staff, very aware that  
successful academic education is based 
upon the child feeling happy.  We are  
always willing to listen to children and to 
help solve any problems they may have.  
Sometimes a problem may be brought to 
a successful conclusion by discussion 
between school and parents and on such 
occasions parents would be invited to 
visit the school. 
 
Should a child become unwell during the 
day parents would be contacted so that 
the child may be taken home. It is vital 
that the school keep a log of contact  
addresses and telephone numbers in 
case an occasion should arise when it 
becomes necessary to close the school 
during the day, if, for example, the water 
supply was cut off. 
 
PLEASE provide details of contact tele-
phone numbers. It is also advisable to 
provide separate emergency contact 
numbers. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

 
DISCIPLINE 

 
At Titchmarsh School we work to create a 
caring environment in which children can 
work and play happily and in safety.
